Summary: Kenneth Alexander Adair was born
on April 16, 1922, in London, Ontario. He was a
machine operator in Windsor, Ontario before he
became a private in the Perth Regiment. His
service number was A- 22993. He was not
married. He is one of four Adair brothers who
signed up.

On December 15, 1944, Kenneth wrote a letter
to the Citizens of Strathroy, later printed in the
Age Dispatch, thanking them for the Christmas
card he had received from the town. Kenneth
wrote, “It is very nice to know that you people
all think of me after being away so long, and
still you have not forgotten me. It sure means a
lot to a fellow”. Kenneth was killed in action on
December 20, 1944 during heavy fighting for a
piece of land known as the Fosso Munio in
Italy.

The Fosso Munio action began on the 19th of
December and lasted two days. 32 men died
and 49 were wounded from the Perth

Regiment. At 22 years of age, Kenneth was the third Adair brother to be killed within a
period of seven months. He is buried at the Villanova Canadian War Cemetery in lItaly.
Thanks to Dawn Heuston for her research in the Windsor Star that found this photo Mrs
Adair had moved to Windsor from Strathroy at some point and remarried. Thus the Windsor
